LIBANO PROJECT

Our visitor from Libano,
Colombia, Father Brian Cooper pre-
sented a great program on the suc-
cess that the people of Libano. Fa-
ther Brian is the son of George
Cooper and is always welcome as a
visitor to our Club and also as a
program Presenter.

Father Brian talked about
the success in the coffee processing
that is now taking place in Libano.
They have new machines that roast
and prepare the coffee beans for
sale. Although they are still on a
very low production rate, there is
hope that as they produce more cof-
fee in the area and are able to pre-
pare it for the market the profits will
meet the needs of the community
and the people in the area.

They now have two families
living and working on the coffee
farms and with two people em-
ployed full time in the processing
plant it is a great start for an area
that was almost wiped out by a cof-
fee worm several years ago. The
machinery was purchased by a grant
from Rotary International that was
started by the Mission Viejo Rotary
Club and the Yorba Linda Sunrise
Rotary Club. The Rotary District
5320 and the Libano Rotary Club
and the Foundation grant provided
$25,000 to the Libano Project.

In addition to the Coffee

Processing housing project was be-
gun and water, sewer, and electricity
have been provided for the commu-
nity and they are in the process of
building 32 homes for people in the
community. All work is done by
hand and it is a slow process with
bureaucratic red tape that must be
met.
They are hoping that the govern-
ment will be able to help them with
grants but in the meantime they are
going forward with the Coffee Proc-
essing and hope to be able to furnish
5,000 to 10,000 pounds of coffee
for export. This would make it
possible to finish the current hous-
ing and get ready for more.

The Mission Viejo Rotary gave
Father Brian a check for $3000 that
will certainly help in any project
that the Libano town undertakes or

finishes.
